Meeting Call to Order: 4:45 pm by Joe Cronin

Education Committee:

The discussion focused on the upcoming apprenticeship graduation dinner:
Chris to produce invitation, letters of invitation to V.I.P.’s and request for contribution to sponsors.

John to do mailing – Chris to e-mail invitation to general membership as well

A list was generated of potential Table Sponsors: Joe to contact them.

Joe will also contact Bull Run Chapter to solicit additional contributions to Educational Supplement fund.

V.I.P. list enhanced to include Fairfax County Supervisors Bulova and Herrity.

The guest speaker for the graduation dinner will be Brian Shannon (U.S.A.C.E.).

Also discussed was MVC support for Fairfax County A.C.E. efforts to provide C.E. classes. Consensus was reached that support will be minimized since we are directly competing with our efforts and also because we understand that instructors would need to become county employees (not worth the effort).

Our next scheduled C.E. session will be prior the Sept. dinner meeting. Wetlands Studies has agreed to provide a class on RPA delineations.

Instructor fee is to be set at $100/credt hour  + copying and printing expenses.

George O’Quinn made mention of the possibility of licensing as an “educational institution”. More investigation into this will follow.

A motion was made by George O’Quinn that there be an avenue created for the board to make free classes available in hardship cases. This is to be on a case-by-case basis with a request/approval process. The motion was seconded by John Walsh and approved by unanimous vote of the board.
New Business:

Kevin reported on Rules and Regulations class given in Waynesboro. He reported that the class was well worthwhile and that attendance was good. Another session will be scheduled later to take place in Williamsburg. Hot topics included boundaries for parcels greater than 2 acre; P.E.’s producing record plats.

Another main topic was the “seal your seal” regulations. Kevin reported that it is the opinion of Kate Nobish that this is a “requirement” and should always be followed.  Chris read the text of the rules aloud and George O’Quinn pointed out that use of the word “should” makes this a suggestion and not a requirement. We agreed that further inquiry and discussion will follow in subsequent meetings.

Joe gave a report on the spring board meeting held in April. Our discussion then focused on the state requirement for chapter officer to attend state meetings for two consecutive years. We agreed that we will need to review the MVC bylaws to determine whether an amendment will be required in light of the fact that our current officers serve one-year terms.
